Animal pairs game
Print out the picture cards and cut them out.
Then you can:

1.  Spread them out on the floor picture
side up and see if your child can find pairs of
adult and baby animals.

2. Spread them out picture side down take
turns taking a pair of cards — if they match
you can keep them if not put them back.
Player with most pairs wins.

3. Talk about the animals and their names
and what your child knows about them.
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
